HOW DOES IT WORK?

Form a team consisting of 2 to 4 people who attend school in Richmond and are in Grade 11 or 12. Each team must submit a proposal (attached) describing an idea for a community project that addresses a need or issue in Richmond. Your proposal must explain what is being addressed, the impact this project will have on the community, results the project will achieve, and how your team plans to implement and sustain this project.

Upon submitting a proposal, the Top 10 teams will be invited to present their idea before the Zenith in Action committee. Five teams will then be selected as semi-finalists, who will present their idea at the Zenith in Action competition held at Lansdowne Centre Mall. The first, second and third place winners will be determined at the Lansdowne Mall competition.
